Interrupting Jesus

There is a difference between a contradiction and a detail. Matthew, Mark and
Luke all tell a story about Jesus healing a paralytic. Matthew says that Jesus got off a boat
in his hometown and some people brought the paralytic, lying on bed, to him to be healed.
(Matt. 9:1-7) Mark and Luke tell the story with a few more details, but not contradictions.
(Mark 2 & Luke 5:18-26) They mention that people were gathered inside a home
(possibly the home of Jesus or one of his relatives) and a large crowd had gathered inside.
When I read their account, I picture the possibility of the fire marshal shutting Jesus’ Bi-
ble study down. People are packed inside the house around Jesus, and lined up around the
outside. You can’t get inside and you can’t get out. Like being in the parking lot beside a
stadium after a game, traffic is so congested it’s only proper to wait.

Mark and Luke add another detail to the story. The paralytic and his friends did-
n’t get there early. They didn’t beat the crowd. Instead, the crowd had beat them to get a
better view and hearing of Jesus. Somehow, according to Mark and Luke, these good
friends of the paralytic man find a way to go over the people and get on top of the roof!
How’d they get up there? How’d they get a lame man on a cot up there?

If only that was it, but the story gets better. There’s a hole in the roof. Every
preacher, theologian and archaeologist has a theory about what this would have looked
like. Some like to tell the story as if they cut a hole in the roof. I like that story. Yet some
have discovered that it wasn’t uncommon for homes of this time to have a door that
opened from the ceiling onto the roof. When you don’t have a front porch you can just go
on the roof to enjoy the nice day. So a reasonable person could get onto the roof during
this time from the inside.

Can you imagine the shock, the surprise, the looks of disapproval and the urges to
hold back laughter when some guys with a handicapped man begin to descend out of the
ceiling interrupting Jesus’ Bible study? Don’t they realize that He was busy and teaching?
Who taught them manners? You might be desperate, but don’t let your desperation play
out in this way. People would have naturally seen the outrageous act and entrance from
different angles. Yet Matthew, Mark and Luke all agree that Jesus “saw their faith”. His
response set the man free and angered the religious right. “Go your sins are forgiven.”

People too often read these stories and get hung up on what Mark said and Mat-
thew didn’t say. In the end, they both said the same thing. Some just say things in fewer
words and that doesn’t make them wrong. However, if that’s the only way we read the
Bible, I fear we’re missing the point. When I read this story I’'m convicted. If faith in
Christ really takes hold of our lives then it should take on action. How has your faith
moved you to seek Christ more lately? How has your faith moved others into the pres-
ence of Christ?
